Changes in staff.

New Activities

New procedures, processes or materials.

Changes in layout of equipment.

After an accident or incident.

After observing trends in the accident book.

Checking that recent training has been effective.

When a previous inspection revealed problems.

Changes in legislation.

When an inspection has been completed, make sure that a record is kept, not only to refer to it and to make sure that any action found necessary is put in hand, but also because it might be required in evidence that legal duties are being discharged.
