Unlike at many other farms, brown hares do well at Manydown because of

the care we take of both our crops and our uncropped habitats.

Many speties of farmland birds are in decline on British farmland, but not at Manydown, where species such as
the skylark and grey partridge are continuing to breed successfully.

In the summer, the edges of our crops are alive with wild flowers like poppies, which we deliberately encourage

by not spraying the crop edges.

The mixed crop rotation and grass fields found at Manydown encourage declining farmland birds like the lapwing. i e
